(miles per gallon) Challenge 

in August.   

The competition began when 

investigative reporter Rick 

DeBruhl challenged six con-

testants to implement gas-

saving practices into their 

daily driving habits for four 

weeks.  The challengers sub-

mitted their achieved miles 

per gallon weekly.  DeBruhl 

then compared their vehicles’ 

EPA MPG rating and com-

pared this number with their 

overall MPG average.   

Sty won the challenge with a 

43 percent increase, elevat-

ing the MPG used driving his 

Nissan Xterra from 16 to 23.  

With the price of gas at $4 per 

gallon, Sty estimated saving 

$1,000 a year with his new 

driving habits, which in-

clude minimizing jack-rabbit 

starts, maintaining optimal 

tire pressure, eliminating 

extra weight in the vehicle 

and using cruise control.

In my first sales training class 

after college I was taught a 

very important lesson.  If you 

focus on making money, you 

will NOT make money.  How-

ever, if you focus on taking 

care of your customers, you 

WILL make money.  In my years of profes-

sional sales experience since that training 

class, I have found that lesson to be very 

true.  I also believe that lesson applies to 

both individual salesmen as well as overall 

business strategies.   

Currently I am fortunate enough to work for a 

company that places a great deal of empha-

sis on customer service.  Through guest 

speakers at our company meetings this sum-

mer it has been my pleasure to learn from 

the heads of some very successful and very 

well known companies.  In this article I hope 

to communicate some of the valuable infor-

mation I have been presented.   

I’m not going to shock you with any new cus-

tomer service revelations.  Instead, I’m sure 

you have heard all of this at least once be-

fore.  However, these are the types of things 

we all can (and probably should) hear on a 

daily basis as a reminder of how customers 

should be treated and how business should 

be done. 

The most important aspect of customer ser-

vice is communication.  It is important to 

know your customer’s expectations along 

with communicating your expectations as 

well.  This is important throughout the entire 

process including “follow up’s” and 

“expectation reviews” at the end of the proc-

ess.  Establishing good communication up 

front allows projects to run much more 

smoothly and allows “bumps in the road” to 

be handled much more effectively.   

The simplest yet sometimes hardest aspect of 

customer service is to provide constant, reli-

able service.  “Do what you say you are go-

ing to do, and do it when you say you are 

going to do it.”  This sounds so simple, but 

can prove to be very difficult.  In today’s 

business world many things can be out of our 

immediate control and can add to the diffi-

culty of this seemingly simple aspect of cus-

tomer service.   

Another aspect of customer service is simply 

to “do it right the first time.”  Not only will this 

satisfy the customer, but it is cheaper and eas-

ier on everyone involved.  No one involved in 

a project likes re-work, and most people will 

not choose to work with someone that has a 

reputation of NOT doing things right the first 

time.   

Good customer service reputations are built 

on being responsive and available to handle 

your customer’s needs.  This is the first step 

towards providing excellent customer ser-

vice.  It doesn’t matter that you provide a 

great service if you are not available and will-

ing to help your customer.   

Once you have taken on the responsibility of 

helping your customer, it is important to see 

things from their perspective.  Excellent cus-

tomer service includes putting yourself in 

your customer’s position and also keeping 

your customer’s best interest in mind.  This 

empathetic approach along with asking the 

right questions and active listening will go 

along way towards meeting your customer’s 

expectations and providing great customer 

service.  A good way to measure this aspect is 

by asking yourself the following questions: 

“Would I do business with my company?” and 

“Would I do business with ME?” 

There are many more aspects of customer 

service worthy of discussing here, but these 

are the concepts that seem most important to 

me.  Applying these important concepts will 

lead to customer satisfaction, customer reten-

tion, and ultimately repeat business.  It is im-

portant to think about these things both in 

dealing with customers and in dealing with 

people in general.

Cooking with Dennis

With the Holiday Season coming up, here is a 

quick and simple recipe that combines every-

one’s two favorite sweets, chocolate and peanut 

butter.  

Chocolate Kissed Peanut Butter Cookies      

(makes about 3 dozen) 

Ingredients:  

1 cup sugar 

1 cup peanut butter 

1 large egg, lightly beaten  

36 Hershey Milk Chocolate Kisses (unwrapped) 

 

Directions: 

Preheat your oven to 350°F. Combine sugar, peanut butter, and 

egg in a mixing bowl to create peanut butter “dough”. If neces-

sary, add a little sugar to stiffen the dough and then take pieces 

of the dough and roll into ¾” diameter dough balls.  

Place the dough balls on a non-stick baking pan (parchment pa-

per could also be used) and bake for 9-10 minutes. Immediately 

remove the dough balls (cookies) from the oven and press a 

chocolate kiss into the center of the cookie.
